A group here at FSU is making sure that 

the school is not left out in the cold in the 

wake of local changes brought on by Fort 

Braggôs involvement in the BRAC (Base 

Realignment and Closure) process. The 

most significant of these changes are the 

relocation of two large Army commands to 

Bragg, and the transfer of Pope to Army 

control. The resulting social and economic 

impact on the area will be huge. An esti-

mated 25,000 people will be moving to 

Cumberland and surrounding counties. As 

a result, there will be a need for jobs, and 

most importantly, training.  There will be 

an increased need for social services 

(teaching, public safety, etc.), as well as 

the prospect of new defense-related jobs. 

FSU is the largest 4-year degree granting 
institution in the region that will be affected 

by BRAC, and thus is in a unique situation 

to contribute to the process. The BRAC 

Coordinating Committee, headed by Dr. 

Curtis Charles,  directs and focuses the 

involvement of FSU administration, faculty 

and staff in preparations linked to BRAC. 

These preparations include research on 

economic impacts on the local populations, 

and the development of an educational 

foundation for expected service and de-

fense-industry jobs. This includes the crea-

tion of new majors (for instance, intelli-

gence studies) and the adjustment of old 

ones (e.g., social work, public administra-

tion). Finally, there are also efforts to make 

FSU the home of the proposed NC Center 

for Defense and Homeland Security.  

General Paul Dordal, in a recent presenta-

tion, describes this Center as a means to 

connect the burgeoning local defense in-

dustry, on one hand, and university-based 

FSU Prepares for BRAC  
other. General Dordal is the Executive Di-

rector of the BRAC Regional Task Force, 

which is the community-based entity in-

volved in the process. In a recent meeting 

of the Committee, Dr. Thomas Conway  

made the point that bringing the Center to 

FSU rests on obtaining ñthe support and 

approvalò of many entities, from the 

schoolôs Academic Affairs unit, to the Chan-

cellor and FSU Board of Trustees. Chan-

cellor Anderson  is highly enthusiastic 

about the prospect of the Center being 

housed at an HBCU, as noted in a June 12 

Fayetteville Observer article. He goes on to 

state, "We want to do something in FSU 

history that has never been done." 

Input and action from other FSU personnel, 

in particular faculty, is more than welcome.

Under the efforts of Dr. Melissa Barlow  in our Department of 

Criminal Justice, FSU now sponsors The Institute for Community 

Justice (ICJ). The goal is to help bridge the divide between the 

agencies and institutions involved with criminal justice policies and 

reach out to the communities and residents most affected by 

them. Hence, the ongoing goal is community justice. Dr. Barlow 

points out that in an open and democratic society, public safety 

depends first on the social norms inculcated through traditional 

social institutions, but that criminal justice institutions often be-

come the predominant form of governance. This change risks 

public safety being undermined.  

With this point in mind, the ICJ serves as an intermediary be-

tween government and community resources to foster a re-

national Conference on Numerical 
Analysis and Applied  Mathematics 
(ICNAAM) to be held in Greece, 
September 2009.

He graduated 

from Clemson with the Bachelor of Architec-

ture degree in 1965 with honors and became 

employed as an architect in Charlotte. In 1970, 

he earned a Master of City Planning degree 

from the Massachusetts Institute of Technol-

ogy and returned to Charlotte to open Gantt 

Huberman Architects, an architectural firm that 

he cofounded with Jeff Huberman.   

In 1983, he became Charlotteôs first African-

American Mayor and went on to serve two 

successive terms in that city of more than 

400,000 persons.

Philosophy Professor becomes Assistant Dean

Dr. Blanche Radford Curry became Assistant Dean for the College of Arts & Sciences in August 

2008.  In her new position, Dr. Radford-Curry is responsible for addressing student concerns which 

includes change of grade, course waiver, course substitution, overload, transfer of course evalua-

tion, approval to pursue course(s) at another institution, grade appeal, etc.  Additional responsibili-

ties include:  coordinating and documenting initiatives related to improving our retention and gradua-

tion rates, while teaching one course each semester and representing the Deanôs office as needed.  

She is also engaged in other professional development, and university and community service.  

Among the many student concerns that Dr. Radford Curry addresses are those related to academic 

advising throughout the College. To enhance the quality and efficiency for processing student con-

cerns and improving academic advisement, Dr. Radford Curry provided individual presentations to 

five of the ten departments of the College as well as ongoing follow up with chairpersons during the 

deanôs regular Administrative Council Meetings.  The presentations proved to be valuable dialogues 

with faculty, minimizing completion of additional work for approval of student requests at the deanôs 

level. 

For the 2009 ï 2010 academic year, Dr. Radford Curry will provide presentations for the remaining 

five departments, as well as other strategies which underscore faculty accountability and studentsô 

responsibility for quality academic advisement and successful graduation. These will include advise-

ment presentations, working with the registrarôs office to revise several forms to improve the proc-

essing of studentsô academic requests, and development of a web page with specific guidelines on 

academic advising and processing high-quality student paper work.

The FSU Assessment Initiative first started two years ago to prepare us initially for 
SACS accreditation but ultimately to improve our academic programs. My decision to 
participate in this initiative was made primarily to achieve the long-term goal of 
improving our programs and that alone has been the driving force for many faculty 
who have been involved in this process. After a slow start two years ago, the College 
of Arts and Sciences has made much progress this past year. 
 
Here are just some of the highlights: 
 
Student learning outcomes have been submitted by 77% of the 35 undergraduate 
programs, and for 60% of the 935 courses offered in the College. Of the nine 
departments, 67% have identified tools to measure their student learning outcomes. 
 
Three programs, Criminal Justice, Chemistry, and Computer Science, also sought 
accreditation by hiring consultants to assist them in self-studies in preparation for 
applying to accrediting bodies. Criminal Justice, in particular, made great strides by 
receiving certification from the Academy of Criminal Justice Sciences, a national 
organization. 
 
During the process of developing assessment plans in the CAS, 14 faculty members 
were awarded course redesign grants from FSUôs Division of Academic Affairs.
